Heidi HallÕs connection to Sherman Library & Gardens goes back 
20 years. During the summer of 1991, HeidiÕs mother suggested 
they have lunch at a very special place in the Village in Corona del 
MarÑSherman Library & Gardens. In those days it was Luncheon 
on the Terrace served by our own Volunteer Association. During 
lunch, HeidiÕs mother urged her to consider becoming a volunteer 
at the Gardens and Heidi began her service right away.

Heidi recalls how exciting her six month provisional training 
was under Membership Chair Marion Harney, a volunteer since 
1984. Soon Heidi was serving Luncheon on the Terrace and began 
working on an event committee.

Heidi has chaired the event eleven 
out of the last fourteen years.  

The net proceeds of the Volunteer Garden Tour have funded many 
Library & Garden projects including new computers, a public 
address system and power equipment for the gardens. During 
the last few years, the cell phone audio tour for garden visitors 
has been sponsored by the Volunteer Association. In 2011 Heidi 
rallied the volunteers to commit the Garden Tour proceeds towards 
preserving the LibraryÕs plein air painting collection and restoration 
of the brideÕs restroom. Heidi and her husband Steve have been 
instrumental in the brideÕs restroom project including creation of

This room is very visible to our visitors since it is 
where CafŽ Jardin serves lunch and brunch and caters birthday parties, baby showers and grand wedding receptions. 
The cymbidium orchid wooden benches and several greenhouse benches were also rebuilt. Hand rails, installed in 
1969 as part of a Mediterranean fountain, stairway and curved pergola addition, were painstakingly restored to their 
original beauty. There are three elements that make up each of the left, right and middle handrails; top and bottom 
solid mahogany rails, numerous ornate black

ItÕs a far 
cry from the prickly pear cactus and lava rock to which 
some are accustomed.

The rugged rock outcroppings of our Succulent Garden 
are continuously changing to accommodate plant 
growing habits and the creative gardening habits of our 
succulent ÔguruÕ, Matt Maggio. After graduating from 
Cal Poly, SLO and receiving the Arnold D. Haskell 
Scholarship twice, Matt was hired by the Gardens to 
create this masterpiece and to maintain it as a part-time 
staff member. The Euphorbia, Aloe and Echeveria 
collections also received a few changes beyond the new 
coral reef. Matt continues to impress, using new hybrids 
and rare specimens to create his unique designs.

A SP ECIAL DONA T ION

Last summer Sherman Gardens received a generous 
donation of specimen plants, which was bequeathed by 
the late Ms. Susan Trager. A water rights activist and 
renowned lawyer, for thirty years Susan was a strong 
voice for water and the people of California. 

Included in her donation were many Begonias and 
Cycads, including unique varieties and some specimens 
of exceptional size. A few other notable plants include 
enormous Australian Spear Lilies, Columnea, and 
Abutilon. A necessary extension was added to the 
Cycad collection simply to accommodate the sheer 
size of the many specimens. Other unique specimens 
can be viewed in the Tropical Shade House and in the 
Begonia Collection. 

After visiting SusanÕs unique Laguna cottage and 
learning more about her, I realized it was not her 
impeccable eye for design or her fervor for growing 
unique plants that impressed me most, but the impact 
she left on everything she touched. Ms. TragerÕs 
generosity and passionate initiative leaves a lasting 
impression on the environment of California, not-to-
mention Sherman Gardens.

When the development of the Library & Gardens 
began nearly 50 years ago, its founder Arnold 
D. Haskell learned about the remarkable animal 
sculptures created by artist Lou Rankin. In 1970

Later, as the Gardens expanded, Rankin was 
commissioned to design and sculpt a pair of herons to 
be the focal point of the Central Garden. The herons, 
constructed from reinforced steel bars as legs and 
feet, weathered driftwood forming the necks, beaks 
and feathers, are permanently bonded together by 
nails and concrete. While quite weathered the herons 
still watch over the Central Garden surrounding

the 70s. Lou Rankin also created a small, whimsical

the Conservatory for many years. Unfortunately the 
intense humidity of this tropical room eventually 
destroyed the wooden creature. 

A sea otter was added to the collection when the 
Volunteer Association donated it as a gift for the 
Library & GardensÕ 25th anniversary. Shermie, as 
the otter is now named, stands on the rim of the 
Sun Garden Pool spraying the turtles with a garden 
hose. The prized Lou Rankin sculpture in the
collection is a life-sized pelican that Rankin made

for Arnold HaskellÕs garden. The Haskell family 
graciously donated this beautiful art piece to the 
Library and Gardens many years ago. The pelican is 
currently perched proudly next to a lady palm in the 
Specimen Shade Garden.

The largest single group in the LibraryÕs plein air 
painting collectionÑnine oil paintingsÑis from artist 
Clarence Hinkle. Mr. HinkleÕs formal training was 
in San Francisco and Paris, and he taught at several 
well-known art schools in Southern California. His 
work includes landscapes, still life, portraits and

From March 4 through May 13, 2012, Laguna Art 
Museum will feature an exhibit titled Clarence Hinkle 
and the Group of Eight. During the 1920s, Hinkle was 
a member of the Group of Eight, a progressive band 
of artists that included Mabel Alvarez, Henri de Kruif, 
John Hubbard Rich, Donna Schuster, E. Roscoe 
Shrader, and Edouard and Luvena Vysekal.
